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EVOLUTION OF A CENTRE

In 2008 -2009 the Pearson Electrotechnology Centre stayed
the course of developing as a state -of-the-art vocational
training facility delivering sought after programs in the

English education sector in Quebec.

The Pearson Electrotechnology Centre, offering Electricity
and Installation and Repair of Telecommunications Equip-
ment, is the only public vocational training centre of its kind
serving the Anglophone community in Quebec. The Elec-
tricity program prepares students to practice the trade of
electrician. Successful candidates will be able to install
electrical systems in the residential, commercial, institu-
tional, industrial and public work sectors, as well as main-
tain building electrical systems in the manufacturing, insti-
tutional and industrial sectors. The Telecommunications
program will prepare students to install and repair telecom-
munications equipment. In both cases the programs are
1800 hours in duration (approximately 16 to 18 months).
Both programs are sanctioned by the Ministry of Education,
Leisure and Sports and lead to a Diploma of Vocational
Studies. Graduates can expect to enter two sectors of in-
dustry that are struggling to meet their manpower needs.

The centre is delivering on the promise to be a vibrant and
dynamic place. This state -of-the -art facility has been redes-
igned with specialized workshops and laboratories: nine
workshops and two laboratories for the Electricity pro-
gram; and four workshops and three laboratories for the
Telecommunications program. All the workshops and labo-
ratories are equipped with the latest technology in their re-
spective fields, allowing for very hands  -on learning.

At the peek of the 2008 -2009 school year six groups in the
Electricity Program attended the centre (four during the
day and two in the evening) along with three Telecom
groups. The first group of students in the Electricity pro-
gram completed their training in March .

By the end of the school year all the start  -up equipment had
been received and the antenna towers installed. One can
say that PEC is now officially out of the infancy stage and in
full development as a centre.
